	How we keep your records confidential

Everyone working for the NHS has a legal duty to keep information about you confidential

We have a duty to

· Maintain full and accurate records of care provide to you

· Keep your records confidential and secure

· Provide information in a format that is accessible to you (larger type available)

Your Data must be:

· Processed lawfully, fairly and transparently

· Collect for specific, explicit and legitimate purposes.

· Limited to only what is necessary.

· Only retained for as long as necessary for the reasons it was collected.

· We will not share information that identifies you for any reason, unless

· you ask us to do

· we ask and you give us permission 

· we must do by law

· we have special permission for health or research purposes or

· we have special permission because the interests of the public are thought to be of greater importance than your confidentiality

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	What is GDPR ?

(General Data Protection Regulations)

GDPR is a new law that determines how your personal data is processed, kept safe and the legal rights that you have is in relation to your own data.

· Your right to see your health records and how we keep your records confidential

	Why we collect information about you:
In the National Health Service we aim to provide you with the highest quality of health care. To do this we must keep records about you, your health and the care we have provided or plan to provide to you

These records may include:

· Basic details about you such as address, date of birth, next of kin

· Contact we have had with you such as clinical visits

· Notes and reports about your health

· Details and records about your treatment and care

· Results of x-rays, laboratory tests, etc.

· Relevant information from people who care for you and know you well such as health professionals and relatives

It is good practice for people in the NHS who provide care to:

· Discuss and agree with you what they are going to record about you

· Give you a copy of letters they are writing about you, and

· Show you what they have recorded about you, if you ask

We will only store your information in identifiable form for as long as is necessary

	How your records are used

The people who care for you use your records to:

· Provide a good basis for all health decisions made in consultation with you and other health care professionals

· Deliver appropriate health care

· Make sure your health care is safe and effective, and work effectively with others providing you with health care

Some Information can be accessed by other Healthcare Professionals, but only with your consent, via Summary Care Records (SCR) and / or Wigan Share to Care.

Others may also need to use records about you to:

· Check the quality of  health care (such as clinical audit)

· Protect the health of the general public

· Keep track of NHS spending

· Manage the health service

· Help investigate any concerns or complaints you or your family have about your health care

· Teach health workers and help with research

Some information will be held centrally to be used for statistical purposes. In these instances we take strict measures to ensure that individual patients cannot be identified

	The Legal Part
You have the right to Privacy under the General Data Protection Regulation 2018 and the Data Protection Act.  The Practice needs your personal, sensitive and confidential data in order to perform our statutory health duties, in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the controller in compliance with Article 6 (e) of the GDPR and for the purpose of preventative or occupational medicine, for the assessment of the working capacity, medical diagnosis, the provision of the health or social care or treatment or the management of Health or social care systems and services.

You have a right to request a copy of any records we hold about you.

· Your request must be made using a Subject Access Request form, which is available from the receptionist, or on our website, or verbally.

· You will need to give your, Name, address, date of birth, telephone number, details of which medical records you wish copies of.

· We will respond to you within one calendar month. You will be required to provide ID before any information is released to you
